Faith is not opposed to reason. Christianity does not ask people to stop
thinking and take a blind leap. Faith actually grows through thinking
carefully about what is true. That is why Jesus, when He speaks about
worry, does not say, “Stop thinking.” He says, look at the birds, look at
the flowers, think about what they show you about the care of God.
The problem with weak faith is often not that we have thought too
much, but that we have stopped thinking clearly and let our fears take

over.

C. S. Lewis gives a helpful picture of how faith works. Imagine you
need surgery, so you do your homework on the doctor. You talk to
former patients, ask other doctors, and look at the record until
everything points to the same conclusion: this doctor can be trusted.
But then the day of surgery comes. Fear hits, and you run out of the
hospital. What happened? You didn’t lose faith because you started
reasoning. You lost faith because you stopped reasoning. You stopped
holding on to what the evidence had already shown you and let your
fears do the thinking for you.
